Award Speech

Main Focus: To learn the mechanics of giving an award

This is a fun day and a much-needed boost late in the semester.  This speech will help students gain confidence not to mention it is a great way to help everyone regain momentum. 
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· Present an award to a student in the class (we will draw names)
· The award should be specific to something that the student has demonstrated in this class.  

· You need to make or buy something to give the student ($5 max).  Do more than just make a certificate or some last minute hand scribbled thing. 
· This is not a timed speech. It is typically about 2 minutes long.
· Type your speech on the rubric page and turn it in before you present
· Speak from brief notes (Not written out word per word or off the cuff)
· Use one type of colorful language


The presentation of the award should be as follows:

1. Explain what the award is (Make it up)


What is the award called? What is the history of the award? 


What organization sponsors the award?


What criteria are used to determine the winner of the award? 

2. Explain why the person deserves the award


Give 5-12 specific sentences of why the person deserves the award


Use examples of things said or done in class


Highlight memories that we all have of this person

3. Present the award


Ask the award recipient to come up and receive the award


Hand them the award and shake their hand


You need to make or buy something to give them

4. Wish them well


Tell them you wish them future success, ongoing pursuit of…


This statement should directly reflect the award or the traits 


and not be a generic statement
