Controversial Speech
Main Focus: Thinking through and developing arguments; Learning to detect biases
Objective: 

To create winning conclusions

To learn to use detailed research while continuing to maintain eye contact

To give students opportunities to gain confidence as speakers

To learn to use Power Point effectively

Criteria

Time limit: 5-6 minutes
Topic: Pick a controversial subject and share arguments from both sides. 

· Speech should consider both sides of a controversial subject equally
· Speech should NOT persuade the audience of one view over the other

· Audience should NOT  be aware of which side you prefer

· Avoid:  should, ought, could, why don’t you, etc.
· Closing should tell the audience why it is so important to think about the topic or tell what is at stake
· Should cover serious topics and not boxers/briefs or creamy/crunchy peanut butter, etc.  
Outline

· Fulll sentence typed outline

· Grabber, preview

· Statement to identify with audience

· Tell why you are interested in the topic

· Use research and mention the source (According to….)

· Transitions

· Review, Closure
Research

· Three credible sources supporting each view: (Minimum of 6)

· Research should include at least 2 periodicals

· In your speech, you must refer to at least 2 sources for each side (total 4) 
· Typed reference page in APA format
Visual Aid

Power Point required: other visuals may also be used 

PP Rules: 28 point type of larger, Arial, Tahoma, or Veranda; 6 X 6 Rule

Grading

Grading rubric will be used, please read over it before finalizing the writing of your speech to make sure that you have all the necessary details. 

Grading is very specific, so be familiar with the rubric and the Outline clinic worksheet.

Outline Clinic
