Toast Speech Criteria


A toast is a  mini tribute to a person for what they have done and/or a blessing for their future. 

· Keep the toast brief (around 1-2 minutes)

· Stand; raise your glass and say, To… (You can say, “To Susie who brought us many”….. or you can say, “To someone who….” And then keep us in suspense until the end when you say the name)
· Highlight remarkable traits of the person being toasted

(Give a specific example of when they demonstrated the trait)

· Build to a climax

· Memorize the toast

· Refrain from negative remarks

· If using humor, avoid anything negative

· Highlight those qualities that they have demonstrated in class, not things you know about them outside of class

· Good to use one liners or quotes—Try looking up quotes from online toasts
· End with a positive quote, line, or wish
· Toast must be original and not taken from a speech file or online source
