Nonverbal Group Presentations
Objective

· To synthesize research from scholarly journals on a nonverbal topic

· To organize research and ideas in a way that communicates the key concepts on a nonverbal topic

Group Brainstorm & Organize
· Group members will brainstorm a topic for presentation

· Members should create a task analysis sheet and a timeline for the project

Individual Research

· Group members will research the topic using 7 scholarly (peer reviewed) items of research each. In addition, group members may choose to include “extra” information from the internet and popular culture books on the subject. 

· Print off complete copies of research items and turn in with project

· The textbook should NOT be considered as a source.

· When possible, an interview with a professional in a related field is required.  Exceptions can only be made if the instructor deems that there is not a professional available 
· Each person will turn in an individual reference page, typed in APA

·  The reference page should be in proper APA format. Remember, if you use information without giving credit to the source, you are plagiarizing. 

· Coordination of the materials is very important; otherwise two team members may overlap in their use of research and in the key points of the presentation. Two team members can both use the same articles as a reference point but it can only count for the five required sources for one of the members. 
Individual Outline

· Each person must complete a 3 page (single spaced) outline on the outline due date and the final project due date.

Group Outline

· Group will prevent a brief outline of how the speeches fit together and how the activity will relate to the information. This is a one page summary in addition to individual outlines
Visual

· Required to have a visual to accompany the presentation

· May or may not be Power Point

· IF you use Power Point, be sure to conform to certain rules

· No more than 7 words across and 7 words down

· Font size should be 28 point or larger

· Can use movie clips, artifacts, charts, etc.
· Do not read your PowerPoint, but rather use note cards

· Turn in a copy to the instructor
Activity Designed by the Group
· Should have the class do something or participate in some way
· Give a rationale for the activity along that includes instructions to every class member
· Allow about 5-10 minutes for an activity

· Create an activity to reinforce the theory or concept

· Be creative but keep it learning focused and on topic

· Challenge yourselves to think of a way to have the class think about the topic once they leave class for the day
· The most important part is to relate the activity to what it is the audience should learn and how it relates to research

Idiots Guide to APA

Don’t make APA too complicated. It’s about looking at a sample and copying it. 

Here are samples of the major research items you may need to cite. 

PERIODICALS: Magazines, newspapers, journals

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The title of the article is not in all capitals

· The title of the journal or magazine is in italics and uses capitals

· After the title of the journal is the issue and/or volume number.

· The volume  number  is listed before the issue number:  11(1)

· The volume number is in italics

· The last item is the page numbers followed by a period

· They are alphabetized

BOOKS

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The title of the book is not in all capitals

· The title of the  book is in italics

· The city is listed before the publisher

· The authors first names are not used but rather their initials

· They are alphabetized

· There are many periods, notice their placement

INTERNET

Here are some samples of periodicals in APA format

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The authors first names are not used but rather their initials

· The date the information was retrieved is included

· The web address is included

· They are alphabetized

· There are many periods, notice their placement

· No period at the end because it might cause problems with the web address

Putting it all together: REFERENCE PAGE
1. Take all the sources you used and put them in proper APA

2. Alphabetize your references

2.  Center the word “References” across the top of the page. Do not bold or underline

3. Entire page should be double-spaced with no additional spaces between references.

4. On the top right-hand of the page put a short title and a page number

Most Common Errors

· Using first names

· Not italicizing the journal and the first number

· Capitalizing all of the journal title
