· Research and condense research in an area of nonverbal communication

Research

· Minimum of ten scholarly journal articles

· Books by professionals

· Internet sources (very limited from professionals)

· May NOT use the textbook as a source

· Should use original sources

· Follow format on following pages

· Use APA style for paper format and references

Cover Sheet

Attention getting statement

One to two sentence summaries for each paragraph

(If I read the first sentence of each paragraph, it should give a “Cliff Notes” version of your paper)

Information from articles (including in-text citations)

Closing Paragraph

Summarize the main points

Conclude by giving the reader something to ponder

Reference Page

All research items used in APA citation format

NOTES 

This is a formal paper where you synthesize the literature.  You do not tell your own experience or your own stories but rather describe what researchers have found on a given topic.

DO NOT pull sections of your paper from the literature review of others—this is a form of plagiarism. If you read of an interesting study in someone’s paper, then look in their reference section for the details about the article and then go and find the article in its original form for yourself.

	Are there any misspelled words

	
	Are there cases where “their” was used when referring to only one person?

	
	Have they eliminated any instances of “you” from the paper

	
	Have they eliminated any usage of  “I”, “me”, “we,” “us” unless the paper specially calls for opinions and then are these words only used these words in that section of the paper

	
	Have they avoided using the masculine pronoun when they should have used he or she or him or her instead?  Better to rewrite sentence so you don’t have to use he or she. 

	
	Have they overused “be” verbs”--- is, are, was, were, be, being, been 

Circle these words in the paper. Should not have more than one per paragraph. 

	
	Are there sentences that start with these words:  And, But, However, Therefore?

	
	Are there sentences that are the same pattern? Make a note to vary sentences

	
	Look for short sentences and see if they can be combined with other nearby sentences.  

	
	If a colon is used, is there a complete sentence before it? If not, suggest corrections. 

	
	Do they have run on sentences? Sentence fragments?

	Do the first couple of sentences engage the reader by using an interesting statement or a quotation? 

	
	Does the first paragraph include a thesis statement that adequately summarizes the main point of the paper?

	
	Does one of the first sentences of every paragraph have a sentence that briefly covers what would be in that paragraph?

	
	Does each paragraph contain only one central idea?

	
	Do the paragraphs flow well? Is there a logical order to the paper?

	
	Are paragraphs a minimum of 4 sentences long and not more than ¾ of a page long?

	
	Does the final paragraph summarize the main point of the paper? 

	
	Do the final few sentences tie the paper up and provide closure?

	
	Assignment



	
	Does the paper review a nonverbal concept?  Does the paper stay on task?

	
	Does this paper synthesize research on a nonverbal communication topic?

	
	Does the paper describe the literature and NOT personal stories or personal opinions?

	
	Does this paper demonstrate the author’s ability to clearly communicate research on a topic?

	
	Is the paper at least ten pages long (Cover page and references not counted)?

	Is there a cover page where the title is centered? (Do not need running head)

	
	On the cover page is there a short title and page number?

	
	On each page is there a short title in the top right corner and a page number?

	
	On page two, is the title centered above the first paragraph with no additional spaces in between?

	
	Are there one-inch margins? 

	
	Is the paper double-spaced?

	
	Is the paper in 12-point --- Times New Roman font?

	
	APA Checklist



	
	Is the research used correctly referenced in the paragraph?

For example: 

 Schema theory is one way to examine family communication (Smith, 1989). 

Smith (1989) used schema theory to examine….

	
	Check for multiple references. Do they restate a source when they don’t need to?

If they use the same source repeatedly in a paragraph, they do not have to re-reference it each time only the first time it is used. 

	
	Did they put the period after the parenthesis for in-text citations? 

Schema theory is one way to examine family communication (Smith, 1989).

	
	If a direct quote is used, did they use quotation marks and include the page number in the reference? Are quotes longer than 4 lines or 40 words indented?
“From childhood hour I have not seen as other’s saw” (Poe, 1960, p. 68). 

or

In the words of Edgar Allen Poe (1960), “From childhood hour I have not seen as other’s saw, I could not bring my passions from a common spring” (p. 68).

	
	Reference Page / Research



	
	If they use books, are they by professionals in the field and not “pop psychology type”? 

	
	Are there at least 10 scholarly, peer-reviewed journals?

	
	Are the sources on the reference page from credible sources?

Are these appropriate sources for an academic paper?

	
	Go through the paper and check off each author used in the paper against the reference page. Make sure that all sources are in the reference page and all items in the reference page were used in the paper.     Have you check them?

	
	When citing web sites, did they include the date that the information was retrieved?

Are the websites credible and useful for an academic paper?

Idiots Guide to APA

Don’t make APA too complicated. It’s about looking at a sample and copying it. 

Here are samples of the major research items you may need to cite. 

PERIODICALS: Magazines, newspapers, journals

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The title of the article is not in all capitals

· The title of the journal or magazine is in italics and uses capitals

· After the title of the journal is the issue and/or volume number.

· The volume  number  is listed before the issue number:  11(1)

· The volume number is in italics

· The last item is the page numbers followed by a period

· They are alphabetized

BOOKS

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The title of the book is not in all capitals

· The title of the  book is in italics

· The city is listed before the publisher

· The authors first names are not used but rather their initials

· They are alphabetized

· There are many periods, notice their placement

INTERNET

Here are some samples of periodicals in APA format

Notice the following: 

· They are double-spaced

· The second line is indented

· The authors first names are not used but rather their initials

· The date the information was retrieved is included

· The web address is included

· They are alphabetized

· There are many periods, notice their placement

· No period at the end because it might cause problems with the web address

Putting it all together: REFERENCE PAGE
1. Take all the sources you used and put them in proper APA

2. Alphabetize your references

2.  Center the word “References” across the top of the page. Do not bold or underline

3. Entire page should be double-spaced with no additional spaces between references.

4. On the top right-hand of the page put a short title and a page number

Most Common Errors

· Using first names

· Not italicizing the journal and the first number

· Capitalizing all of the journal title
